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The 2C chapter based in Carrollton held a
unique quail workshop this past month. The goal
of the workshop was to get landowners practical
experience with quail habitat management prac-
tices. Included in the agenda:

Quail Whistle Count

Prescribed Burn

Strip Disking

Edge Feathering
Forty-five landowners from the surrounding area
attended this Saturday workshop. MDC supplied
the technical expertise and discussed farm plans
and cost-share availability and the chapter sup-
plied the pancake breakfast and helped with the
covey whistle counts (five coveys were heard this
morning!).

After breakfast and whistle counts, land-
owners attended demonstrations for strip spray-
ing, strip disking (actually had a tractor and disk
doing work), edge feathering (with Bobcat and tree
saw), food plots, spring burning effects on cool
season grass, sericea lespedeza control, and then

also directional nozzle ATV sprayer and ATV mist
sprayer.

This chapter has a great relationship with
the local MDC staff and they worked with Lee
Metcalf, PLC to make this workshop a success.
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The Mid MO Young Guns held a ladies only
pheasant hunt on Jim Knowles’ farm. The ladies
included two chapter sponsors - Mashell
McGowan and Anna Flowers, who each brought a
family member with them. The ladies harvested
pheasants, worked dogs, shot clay birds, cleaned
their harvest and in general, had a great time. This
is the 3rd ladies hunt that this chapter has spon-
sored since they started up. They plan to hold a
youth bird hunt in December (5th) and a youth




‘coon hunt on the 21st of December. Committee
members of this chapter really enjoy seeing the
kids and ladies get out there and enjoy the out-
doors, no matter the prey they're after.
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On a lovely 73 degree Saturday in November
(YUCKY!) the Shortgrass QF chapter from Chilli-
cothe held their first bird hunt, a ladies hunt. The
ladies were stylin’ and got to work shooting clay
birds right off the bat. With bottled water a’plenty,
the ladies headed to the field with the dogs and
dog handlers. Every lady that attended har-
vested a bird - and one in particular, we’ll call her
“dead-eye” took home a few more. The chapter
made this their first event with a local bird opera-
tion—Jim Tollerton. Though it was warm out, the
dogs and the ladies enjoyed a fun day.
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The Shoal Creek Chapter held a great youth
hunt in cooperation with the Missouri Depart-
ment of Conservation. Pictured here is a pair of
youngsters with local conservaton agents assist-
ing in the safety aspect. You can see the bird
launcher—bottom right, the English pointer, and
the high flying pheasant.

Most chapters that have used the remote con-
trolled bird launchers find them to be preferable
to chasing loose birds around the fields with in-
experienced hunters. The launchers are avalil-
able for most chapters through their local MDC
contacts. Almost every chapter that holds these
hunts for new hunters will use the launchers.
The benefits include; keeping the birds in one
spot until the dog gets there, having time to get
the kids situated in a safe shooting zone, dogs
can't catch the birds, and the launchers result in
more bird/kid contacts. In many cases, the goal
of a youth hunt is to provide the youngster with
an opportunity to harvest a bird in a safe situa-
tion, not necessarily to have them experience a
real-life hunting scenario.
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The Mid-MO Young Guns held their annual fun trial for the community this month. Pictured below is
new chapter president Jim Scott with Lemon, Rick Kemme with his pointer and John Kelsh with his
pointer. Though Rick had the most finds of the day, Jim’s dog sleeps in his bed at night—so | guess
it takes all kinds! John and Jim intend to assist at the youth hunt in a few weeks.
